	Scope of site-specific activity
	The following construction works are designed to be done under the subproject:
Parking lot  
The parking lot, covered with asphalt, is planned to be constructed at the entrance of the recreation and entertainment zone, in the territory belonging to the community. The parking lot surface is around 643m2.
Approaching road 
The approaching road, covered with asphalt, is envisaged between the parking lot and the lower landing of the stairs, leading to the recreation and entertainment area. The length of approaching road is around 41m, while the surface is 208m2.
Walkway (alley)
Between the parking lot and lower platform of stairs, leading to the recreation and entertainment zone, it is planned to construct a walkway, paved with natural stones. The walkway length is 31m, while the surface is 54m2.
Drinking water supply system
It is planned to mount 68m long and with DN40mm parameter polyethylene pipeline, which will be connected to DN280mm parameter waterline, passing across Hakobyan street. A pump will be mounted in a 1000mm parameter reinforced/concrete (r/c) manhole that is planned to be built in the area, adjacent to lower platform of stairs, leading to recreation and entertainment zone. Next to the latter one, another r/c manhole will be mounted for the water metering joint. 
Wastewater removal system  
For recreation and entertainment zone, wastewater removal polyethylene pipeline (403m long and with DN200mm) will be built. This pipeline will be connected to DN250mm sewerage pipeline that passes across Hakobyan street. According to the technical specifications, the start point of the sewage pipeline will be in 403m distance from the site.  Along the constructed sewerage pipeline, in the design, it is planned to place 11 pcs. of r/c manholes, with the parameter of 1000mm will be mounted. The manhole to be mounted at the final point of the sewerage line will be mounted in the area adjacent to the lower platform of stairs, leading to recreation and entertainment zone.

	The land plot proposed for parking area construction (cadastral code: 06-001-3087-001) is located next to the applicant’s private land plot and the land plot is owned by the community (see Attachment 1, map1). The existing approaching road and the walking alley are owned by the community. The land plot to be affected under the subproject is used only by “Maymekh Resort” LLC.   A private house is located next to the community owned land plot to be used for the construction of the approaching road and the parking area. The house has an alternative access road, as well as the owner has no grievances according to the activities proposed under the subproject.  The household will benefit from the reconstructed road and sewage line construction. 
There are several houses located on the road along which the sewer line will be laid. The houses are not connected to the main sewerage system; after the completion of the subproject houses can be connected to the sewer line built under the subproject. 
The subproject does not impose activities reducing other people’s access to their economic resources. The subproject will not reduce people’s access to their private land, pasture, water, public services or other resources. 

	Description of physical and natural environment around the site
	Vanadzor is an urban municipal community and the third-largest city in Armenia, located in Lori marz in the northern part of the country. It is located about 128 kilometers north of the capital Yerevan. 
The climate of Vanadzor is characterized by cool summers and relatively mild winters. The average temperature in winter is −4.2 °C, while in summer it reaches up to 20 °C. Vanadzor climate is classified as humid continental. The absolute minimum temperature is -230C, the absolute maximum is +380C. The coldest month of the year is January, the warmest is July.  The relief of the site is presented with the upwelling basin of the Agstev River and the foothills. 
The site is located on the Hakobyan street, in front of the stadium. The area is used by “Maymekh Resort” LLC (the applicant of the PPI). 2 cottage-type two-story guest houses are operating on the territory of “Maymekh resort” LLC; those are owned and operated by “Maymekh Resort” LLC. The total area of the private land of “Maymekh Resort” LLC is ​​about 1.25 ha and consists of two plots: 0.294 ha and 0.955 ha. The construction of a restaurant with an attached kitchen part is in progress.  According to the ownership certificates, the purpose of the land plots is residential and the type of the land plots is public construction.
The parking area and walking alley will be constructed on the land plot owned by the community, which is located on the front side of the applicant’s private land plot. A private house is located next to the community owned land plot to be used for the construction of the approaching road and the parking area. There are several houses located on the road along which the sewer line will be laid. The houses are not connected to the main sewerage system. All the utility connections will be done along communal roads. 
In a straight line, the border of the Botanical garden of Vanadzor is approximately in 300 meter distance from the land plot to be used, thus the Botanical garden border is not intersect with the area, where the construction works will be carry out. The vegetation of the area is represented by endemic vegetation types: oak and hornbeam, as well as shrubs and cultivated tree species. The soils are mountain-forest, represented by mountain-forest brown soils of dry forests. The forest lands in the left side of the land plot owned by “Maymekh” LLC are state owned. 
No waterways are located on the site or in near vicinity. There are no trees on the land plot to be affected under the subproject. The trees (poplars) closest to the site are growing on the land plot owned by “Maymekh Resort” LLC. No cultural monuments or natural protected areas are located in the vicinity of subproject site.

	LEGISLATION

	National & local legislation & permits that apply to    subproject activity
	The following Armenian legislation defines a legal framework applicable to project activities: 
· Law on Atmospheric Air Protection of RA (1994)
The purpose of Law on Atmospheric Air Protection is to define main principles of the RA, directed to provision of purity of atmospheric air and improvement of air quality, prevention and mitigation of the chemical, physical, biological and other impacts on air quality and regulation of public relation. This Law also regulates the emission licenses and provides maximum allowed loads / concentrations for atmospheric air pollution, etc. 
According to this law, contractor shall undertake construction activities as well as transportation and temporary storage of waste the way to minimize dust and other emissions.

· Law on Waste of RA (2004)
The law provides the legal and economic basis for collection, transportation, disposal, treatment, re-use of wastes as well as prevention of negative impacts of waste on natural resources, human life and health. The law defines the roles and responsibilities of the state authorized bodies as well as of waste generator organizations in waste management operations.
According to this law, the waste generated from construction activities should be recycled as appropriate or disposed of in designated locations.
Disposal of the construction waste and excess material in selected locations must be approved by local municipality in writing.
· Law on Environmental Impact Assessment and Expertise of RA (2023)
The law defines type of activities which are subject to environmental impact assessment and expertise.  This Law’s Chapter 3 Article 12, presented a list of environmental assessment activities which is assumed environmental impact assessment. The works carried out are not included in that list, hence,according to this Law, the proposed restoration works are not subject to state environmental impact expertise. 
· Law on Urban Development of RA (1998) 
This law defines the principles and regulations of urban development activities in the RoA. According to this law, planned works require obtaining the construction permit.
· Labor Code of RA (2005)
This Code regulates collective and individual labor relations, defines the grounds for the origin, modification and termination of these relations and the procedure for their implementation, the rights and responsibilities of the parties to labor relations, as well as the conditions for ensuring the safety and health of employees. According to this law the Contractor must ensure the safety and health of the employees working on the construction site. 
· Forest Code of RA (2005)
This Code regulates the sustainable management of forests and forest lands of the Republic of Armenia - protection, restoration, afforestation and efficient use, as well as the relations related to forest registration, monitoring; control and forest lands. According to this law forests can be used for cultural, health, sports; recreation and tourism purposes. In areas used for cultural, health, sports, recreation and tourism purposes, natural landscapes, fauna and flora, and water bodies must be preserved. The use of forest lands, the uprooting of trees and bushes in these lands, the construction of roads, pipelines, buildings and structures, the exploitation of mines, the collection of natural wood can be carried out only with the permission of the authorized body.
According to  national legislation framework of RoA the subproject requires:
· Construction permit;
· Construction waste disposal permit.

Attachment 3: Minutes of the public consultation on the draft ESMP 
On October 12, 2023, a public consultation meeting was held in Vanadzor municipality with the participation of ATDF environmental and social specialists, the head of urban construction and architecture department of Vanadzor municipality, personnel of the municipality and Vanadzor residents. Overall, 10 people participated in the meeting, of which 7 were women. 
The announcement of the public consultation was posted on the webpage of Vanadzor community on October 4, 2023.  
Suren Abovyan, the head of urban construction and architecture department of Vanadzor municipality, opened the meeting and presented the purpose of the meeting and the concept of the subproject.
Marine Vardanyan, the ATDF informed the participants that the ATDF had prepared an Environmental and Social Management Plan (ESMP) for subproject “Construction of external engineering infrastructures serving “Maymekh Resort” recreation and entertainment zone”.  The public consultation meeting is held in Vanadzor to disclose the draft ESMP to the community so that the community will be informed of the conducted activities, can raise their concerns and make suggestions. She noted that the ESMP includes all possible environmental, social, health and safety impacts and their mitigation measures to be implemented during the construction works. 
Marine Vardanyan presented the expected temporary environmental and social impacts, including the generation and transportation of construction waste, noise and dust generation due to construction works. The safety measures to be provided were also presented, including the fencing of the construction site, installation of caution tapes in dangerous areas of the construction site and traffic management, as well as the safety signs installation requirements. The measures for safety of labor were presented, including uniform wearing and personal protective equipment, as well as the requirements on the supply of construction materials and maintenance of construction equipment. She mentioned that no negative social impacts are envisaged under the project, including involuntary resettlement or temporary land use during the construction period. The works will be carried out on community lands for which the community had provided agreement. 
Armine Gabrielyan, the ATDF environmental specialist presented the environmental norms and regulations related to construction works. She mentioned that the envisaged works will not have any impact on protected areas or cultural monuments. 
Armine Gabrielyan explained how the monitoring of compliance of the civil works to the requirements of the presented ESMP would be carried out.  
The Grievance Redress Mechanism (GRM) of the LEID project was presented to the participants of the meeting. The ATDF safeguard specialists explained the necessity to have a GRM focal point in the municipality who will be responsible for GRM registration and submission to the ATDF. 
Suren Abovyan was suggested and selected as a GRM focal point. The procedures of submitting Grievance, its registration in the provided GRM log, examining and reviewing the grievances were presented. It was mentioned that the information on the GRM should be posted on the information board of the Vanadzor administrative office and the subproject information board to be installed at the entrance of the construction site.
There were no questions related to environmental, social, health and safety impacts and their mitigation measures.
